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A Letter from our President, Ruth K. Lavin 

This has been taken 

from the 2009 edition 

of the "New York 

State Boater's 

Guide"  
 

In order to operate a personal 
watercraft within New York 
the operator must be a 
minimum of 14 years of age 
and carry a Safe Boating 
Certificate. As of January 1st 
2009 the minimum legal age 
for personal watercraft 

operation is 14. Although it is 
not recommended, those under 
14 may operate a personal 
watercraft provided there is a 
certified operator over the age 
of 18 on board accompanying 

 
It is also strongly discouraged 
that small under-age individuals 
be permitted to ride forward of 
an adult as it may lead to serious 

personal injury. It is also 
strongly recommended that no 
person be permitted to ride a 
personal watercraft if he or she 
can not hold on to the person in 
front or can not keep both feet 
on the deck in order to maintain 
balance during operation.

The Association will again be 

participating it the CSLAP 

(New York Citizens Statewide 

Lake Assessment Program). To 
view the results from past 

years go to www.nysfola.org. 

Click on ñLake Managementò; 

then ñCSLAPò; then Wyoming 

County; then Silver Lake or 

any other participating lake to 

view the test data. It is interest-

ing to note that there has not 

been any significant change 

over the years of monitoring. 

 
Water samples are taken every 

two weeks one meter below the 

surface and at the bottom of the 

deepest (37 feet/11 meters) part 

of the lake 160 yards off shore 

from the Institute Dock using a 

Kemmerer Bottle. The col-

lected water is then prepared 

for analysis, frozen and 

shipped to a common labora-

tory.  

A Secchi disk is used to meas-

ure the transparency of the wa-

ter by lowering it down until it 

disappears from sight. This 
depth is then recorded. These 

readings have ranged for 1 to 

4+ meters depending on the 

time of the year and amount of 

suspended algae. The conse-

quence of clear water is the 

potential for greater weed 

growth. 

 

Wyoming Country will also be 

sampling the lake water and the 
water in 5 tributaries to the lake 

twice a month. One sample will 

be for background data and a 

second sample to be taken dur-

ing a rain event.

Wyoming County 911 Coordinator, Floyd 

Feather and the Silver Lake Association are 

working together to ensure that lake residents 

home and telephone numbers correspond with 

our emergency systems.   

Floyd had this important fact to point out; 

 

*For lakers who use cell phones only-the built 

in GPS in a Verizon phone is able to pinpoint 

the callerõs location within 150 feet-this fea-

ture is with a phone no older than 2-3 years.  

Other carriers are only able to pinpoint the 

nearest cell tower as your location.  It is very 

important to stay on the line for 10 seconds for 

the GPS to work, or if you have another carrier 

to give your exact location.  For land-line home 

phones, the address where the bill is sent will 

be displayed to 911 operators.
